We are well into Term 1 and students and staff are busily preparing 
for Open Day.  Our Open Day on March 17th promises to be      
spectacular with many students conducting tours and presenting 
displays of class work and facilities.

Many  
students will remain at school to assist with displays. These students 
will be supervised until 7pm. 
 
Students are wearing their uniform well at the moment. A reminder 
that jewellery and make up are not part of the College uniform.

Exams for Years 11 and 12 will 
commence in the week starting March 30.

FROM THE ENGLISH DEPARTMENT 
 

It has certainly been a very busy start to the English year! 
 
UNIVERSITY OF NSW ENGLISH COMPETITION 
Once again, the University of New South Wales 2009 Austral-
asian Schools English Competition  is being run for all students 
in Years 7-11. The rationale behind assessing all students is for 
the English department to effectively use the data in order to plan 
for the National Curriculum in English. This assessment will be 
also used as a diagnostic tool in order to cater to the diverse 
needs of all students. The cost of this assessment is $6.60 and will 
be billed on the Term 2 school fees. 
 
For over 20 years  Educational Assessment Australia (EAA) of the 
University of New South Wales has been conducting this competi-
tion. This competition forms the largest independent assessment 
program for schools in Australia, New Zealand, Asia, India, South 
Africa, Hong Kong, China and the Pacific Region. 
 
This is also an exceptional and cost effective opportunity to assess 
the knowledge and skills your daughter has achieved, as this 
exam provides comprehensive feedback to parents and carers.
