Year 12 Retreat Stanwell Tops 
The Retreat commenced with a Eucharistic Celebration with St 
Vincent’s Parish. The first day included a bush walk to a creek that 
was flowing quite quickly. Students had time to reflect and medi-
tate and to listen to the water as it meandered over the rocks. Many 
students crossed the creek by using the ‘rock bridge’ and found a 
quiet space away from others to reflect on ‘God’s Creation’ and 
their own purpose in life. “What is the Lord asking of me?” was 
one such question Year 12 was asked to ponder. 
 
Later that afternoon, students painted masks that symbolised the 
metaphorical mask that they may often wear in the presence of oth-
ers. It was an activity to help students reflect on who they are and 
who they are becoming. The purpose was also to understand that 
others around them also face a ‘crises of confidence’ from time to 
time. Later in the evening students decorated their own affirmation 
envelopes and each student wrote affirmations for many other stu-
dents.

It is important to meet at this 
time of year to affirm the girls for their wonderful work, discuss their 
progress and set goals for improvement.  Year 11 students are now 
half way through their Preliminary HSC course, and Year 12        
students are beginning their preparation for the fast-approaching 
Trial Examinations.  We hope the interviews were helpful, and    
appreciate the thoughtful and mature manner in which the girls   
responded to this opportunity.  We look forward to meeting with 
Year 7 – 10 parents on Monday 6th July. 
 
Year 11 2010 
The subject selection process for Year 11, 2010 begins next week.  
An information evening for all current Year 10 students and their 
parents will be held in the College Hall on Monday June 22nd.  Kim 
Owens, the Board of Studies Liaison Officer will address the     
meeting, as will various staff members, to provide information on the 
HSC and the process for selecting subjects.  Mrs Dickinson will then 
conclude with enrolment information and finalise contracts for Stage 
6.  We expect to see all students and their parents/carers at this 
meeting.  The girls will listen to presentations about the Year 11  
subjects on Monday 22nd and Tuesday 23rd June.  After  preliminary 
subject choices have been made (forms are due on Tuesday 30th 
June), subject lines for 2010 will be constructed.  We will then inter-
view all students and their parents on 17th August to ensure the pat-
tern of study chosen is the most appropriate.  These are big deci-
sions and we feel it is important to take time to discuss them with 
you.

Notification to Parents/Guardians re the Education Tax Refund (‘ETR’)  
 
The Federal Government has introduced the Education Tax Refund (‘ETR’) for eligible education costs incurred from 1 July 2008. 
Parents and guardians who satisfy the eligibility requirements and have full time care of their children may be able to claim a 50% 
refundable tax offset for eligible education costs incurred. A lesser claim is available for those with shared care of their children. 
The limit for eligible education costs incurred is $750 per primary school student and $1,500 per secondary school student,      
providing maximum  refundable amounts of $375 and $750 respectively. 
 
Expenses incurred above these limits may be taken into account in determining your ETR in the following financial year. 
 
Eligible education costs include the following: 
 
• Laptops and computers for home or school use, including acquisition, repairing and running costs 
 
• Computer-related equipment such as printers and disability aids, including acquisition, running and repairing costs 
 
• Home internet  connection, including the costs of establishing the connection and of maintaining it 
 
• Costs of acquiring items of computer software (whether by way of purchase, lease, hire or hire-purchase) 
 
• Costs of acquiring school textbooks, other paper-based school learning materials and stationery (whether by way of      

purchase, lease, hire or hire-purchase) 
 
• Costs of acquiring tools of trade (whether by way of purchase, lease, hire or hire-purchase) 
 
Examples of items that cannot be claimed include school fees, school uniform expenses, excursion costs and sporting equipment. 
Some items invoiced by schools relating to the above may be able to be claimed. 
You are required to retain your receipts to calculate your entitlement and to substantiate your claim. 
The above summary is general in nature and is not taxation advice. You should seek professional advice from your accountant or 
tax agent before making a claim for this tax offset.
