School Fees:

No student will be denied a
Catholic Education due to genuine financial hardship.

Catholic School Enrolments Continue to Grow:

Enrolments in Catholic schools in the Archdiocese of Sydney con-
tinue to grow in 2009. Census figures indicate that even in these
challenging economic times, Catholic schools remain extremely
popular, and highly valued. Strong results in the HSC, School
Certificate and NAPLAN tests in 2008, the pegging of school fee
increases to the CPI, as well as a guarantee to parents that no
Catholic Child will be denied a Catholic education due to economic
hardship, are continuing to provide comfort and assurance. Around
20% of all students in NSW are educated in Catholic Schools. This
figure is even higher in the Archdiocese of Sydney. The continued
growth in enrolment numbers says much about the quality of
education that Catholic Schools provide. Enrolments at Bethlehem
are extremely strong with year 7 2009 having significantly increased
requiring a fifth stream as well as waiting list in Years 8,9 and 10.
Parents requesting enrolment applications for Year 7 2010 are
flooding in (indeed we have little Bethlehem babies that are waiting
to join the College in 2020).

OPEN DAY:

Our official enrolment period commences with our Open Day Primary
School visits. | am currently visiting our 15 Primary feeder schools
with three students, along with either Ms. Wilson, Ms. Percy or Ms.
Mansour. Our Open Day will be held on March 17" (St. Patrick’s
day) commencing at 3.00pm with ‘Meet the Principal’ at 5.00pm—
6.00pm and again at 7.30pm—8.30pm. Open Day is a very special
event in the calendar of the school year as it is an opportunity to
show case our quality facilities and our superb students and staff. |
have been overwhelmed by the number of girls who have volun-
teered to function as ambassadors on the night (we almost have the
whole school involved). The girls are demonstrating great pride in
their school which demonstrates their sense of true belonging. It
clearly explains why so many people are requesting enrolment
applications as all parents want their children to be happy and feel
that they are part of something very special. We have also
advertised in the local papers that as well as continuing to offer our
Gifted and Talented streams, we will also be offering scholarships in
the performing arts in Music, Dance and Drama. Although these
scholarships are being introduced for Year 7 2010, where there is an
exceptionally gifted performing arts student in Years 8-11 we will
also consider offering a scholarship in recognition of her gifts and
talents.

Year 11 Biology Excursion to Long Reef

On the morning of 19" February Year 11 Biology students gathered at 7:30am in the morning to begin, what was sure to be a
great day at Long Reef. Long Reef is an amazing place located on Sydney’s Northern beaches and contains a number of pro-
tected areas because of its ecological significance. After an hour bus ride we arrived to be greeted by the fresh smell of the sea-
water and the seaweed that lay all along the shore.

We were given our instructions so we could begin our journey of discovery. The tide was low and so we were able to walk along
the rock platform and see magnificent shells and unbelievable little creatures living in the rock pools. When we arrived at our
destination we were put into groups and began investigations into the different factors of the rock platform. During this time we
were measuring temperature, pH levels and salinity levels in both rock pools and the ocean. While trying to walk around and
gather our measurements it became quite apparent that the rocks were very slippery and so within a few minutes of walking
there were a few wet students!

After we finished our measurements it was time for us to move onto the other section of our investigations. It was time for us now
to walk around the platform and look for two organisms of any kind. After about 5 minutes we were beginning to find animals and
as time went on these animals became more weird and wonderful. These include sea stars (star fish), sea urchins, sea anem-
ones, sea hares, sea slugs and a rare catch of a scorpion fish. While everyone was so intrigued by the animals our lunches were
being attacked by birds but luckily most of them were saved by the running teachers.

As soon as we had finished what was left of our lunch we continued our field work. We were now sampling and determining the
distribution and abundance of organisms on the rock platform by using quadrants at random areas of the platform. From this ac-
tivity we were able to identify more organisms like blue periwinkles, barnacles, limpets, Neptune’s necklace and many more in-
credible creatures. As the sun began to slowly set behind the clouds it was time for us to embark on our journey back to Ashfield,
so we began our walk along the coast to our bus, and in another hour or so we were back at Bethlehem College.
The day turned out to be a great, full of amazing times and unforgettable moments. A special thanks to Ms Rossetti and Ms
Kourtesis for taking and accompanying us on our fantastic excursion to Long Reef. We all had a great time and a rewarding
learning experience.
