Holiday Work : 
Over the holiday period a great deal of work was done to once 
again improve our learning environment. The scope of works 
amounted to $94,000. This included: 
 
• Painting of Aikenhead building: $35,860 
• Painting of Rosina Burns Classroom: $1,606 
• New Blinds in Aikenhead classrooms: $5,500 
• Cleaning gum off carpet and stairwell in the Aikenhead 

building: $1,000 (gum chewing is prohibited at Bethlehem) 
• Removing trees that are damaging the courts and drainage 

system, replacing trees, removal of retaining wall near the 
courts and rebuilding the retaining wall: $24,000 

• Pest Control: $400 
• Air Conditioning Serviced: $572 
• Purchase of bookshelves for the bookhire room: $1214 
• Purchase and installation of new grates under Eora: $5,115 
• Plumbing the flat roof above the Science block: $1518 
• Purchase of new wooden lockers for Aikenhead Building: 

$12,771  (we will eventually replace all the metal lockers 
with these wooden lockers, one year group at a time).  

• Repair of front fence: $5,445  
 

STUDENT LEARNING: 
As always we have begun the school year by setting high 
expectations for the girls. These expectations will be constantly 
reinforced throughout the year. Research has shown that high 
expectations appear to be one of the significant reasons for 
success and form the basis of a culture of learning.  I look forward 
to many opportunities throughout the year of observing student 
learning in action. We also continue to set high expectations for 
student behaviour, dress and general organisational skills as well. 
Indeed these expectations need to be met to enable quality 
learning to happen. Our girls are blessed with a quality learning 
environment and quality teachers which are the very best 
conditions for quality learning to happen. I have commenced the 
year by meeting with each Year group to reinforce these high 
expectations and to support the girls in setting their learning goals 
for the year. The girls will be asked to stick these learning goals 
into their planner. I ask that each parent finds a few minutes to 
read her daughter’s goal sheet so that you are able to support your 
daughter achieve her goals. 
 
OPENING SCHOOL MASS: 
We look forward to our Opening School Mass on Wednesday 18th 
February. This Mass signifies the commencement of the school 
year as it brings together all members and representatives of our 
College community – our students, staff, parents, our Sisters of 
Charity, our Parish Priest Fr.

It will provide us with the opportunity to 
launch the school year as a community; by giving thanks for the 
blessings bestowed upon us, praying for those less fortunate than 
ourselves, welcoming new members to our community, 
commissioning our newly elected leaders and congratulating 
students who are an inspiration to us all.

The book hire fee ensures 
we are able to purchase books as required and pay the required bills 
for the purchase of these books. Please note that the school is only 
able to continue this system if all families ensure the book hire fee is 
paid. If any family is experiencing financial difficulty please contact 
the College Business Manager, Mrs. Condon so that special              
arrangements can be made.

Assistant Principal News … 
Welcome Back to School! 
 
We have made a great start to the year. It has been pleasing to 
see students return to school wearing their uniform well and ready 
to start classes with much enthusiasm. 
 
Our Transport Prefects for 2009 are ready and able to assist    
students travelling to and from the College.  Transport Prefects are 
Year 12 students who are travelling on both buses and trains and 
are able to assist younger students with any concerns.  Their role 
is to ensure also, that Bethlehem students are behaving           
responsibly and courteously on public transport.  Students are 
reminded that they must cooperate with the Transport Prefects at 
all times. 
 
At Bethlehem College your daughter’s safety is a priority and as 
such students are expected to travel directly home at the end of 
the school day. We would not anticipate that students would be 
spending time around Ashfield Mall or surrounding shops without 
parental permission. Please write a note in your daughter’s     
planner if she needs to attend an appointment that will entail her 
spending additional time in the area at the end of the school day.  
 
Parents are asked to be mindful of where they have arranged to 
drop off and pick up their daughters. The area directly outside the 
College gates is not a suitable drop off point. Stopping at this point 
in Bland St. is particularly hazardous due to the pedestrian    
crossing and the large number of students from all three schools 
moving through. We would ask that parents arrange a suitable 
spot further along in Bland, Elizabeth or Alt Streets. 
 
All students have now been issued a locker. Some students are 
storing books and belongings in lockers that are not being kept 
secure. If a student has lost the combination lock, a replacement 
can be obtained from Sr. Aileen through the front office.  The    
College cannot guarantee the safety of student belongings that are 
placed in unlocked lockers.  A reminder also that mobile phones 
and ipods are not to be used during school hours. These items 
must be kept secure in lockers throughout the school day. 
 
Students in Years 7-10 have been issued books for their subject 
from Bookhire. It is important that your daughter cares for these 
items, as she will be required to return them later in the year. Lost 
books and resources will be charged to students school fees.    
Students in years 8-10 will have a student ID card from previous 
years. It is essential that your daughter carry this card at school so 
that she can access borrowing and copying facilities. Year 7 will 
have ID cards issued during this term. 
 
Students who use ipods and mobile phones during school hours, 
including recess and lunch will have them confiscated. Parents 
will be required to come to the College to collect confiscated 
equipment.  If a student needs to make contact with a parent they 
are asked to see their Stage Coordinator and use the phone at the 
main school office. Parents who need to contact their daughters 
throughout the day are asked to call the school number and not 
their daughter’s mobile phone.  I ask that parents discuss this  
important issue with their daughters and thank you in anticipation 
of your support. 
 
Students in Years 7 and 10 have now received information regard-
ing the vaccination program due to start in schools for the Hepatitis 
B, HP virus (Yr7) and Boostrix (Yr10).  The first vaccination date 
for Year 7 is February 11th  and February 17th for Year 10. If your 
daughter is unable to be at school on these dates or if you have 
any questions or concerns please contact either myself or your 
daughter’s Stage Coordinator at the College.

Welcome back to all students!  I hope you are full of energy and enthusiasm and ready for a great 2009. 
 
ASSESSMENT  
We are settling in to the new year and all students will be issued with assessment information and calendars over the coming 
weeks.  Please take time to read through the College Assessment Policy with your daughter, as penalties will be imposed if the 
procedures are not followed.  The Assessment Calendar will provide the dates for all formal tasks throughout the year, and 
should be kept in a secure place where it is easily accessible.  If a student is absent on the due date of an assessment task, she 
has one week from the date of the task to lodge an Illness/Misadventure form explaining her absence, with a doctor’s certificate 
or equivalent.  Failure to submit this form will result in a penalty.  The penalty is a loss of marks for Stages 5 and 6, and an after-
school detention for Stage 4.  Please be aware that some weeks will contain several tasks, and your daughter may need your 
assistance with organisation and time management.  She may also need to be excused from extra chores at these peak times, if 
possible.  Developing good study practices from the beginning of the year will make the busy times much less stressful. 
 
 
SELECTIVE CLASSES 
Selective classes will run in 2009 in the following subject groupings: 
Year 10:  Mathematics (all classes streamed) 
              Science/PDHPE (A Class) 
              Religion/English/History/Geography (A Class) 
Year 9:   Mathematics (all classes streamed) 
              Science/PDHPE/ITL (A Class) 
              Religion/English/History/Geography (A Class) 
Year 8:   Mathematics (all classes streamed) 
              Religion/English/History/Geography (A Class) 
Year 7:   Mathematics/PDHPE (all classes streamed) 
              Religion/English/History/Geography (A Class) 
 
 
Students were selected for these classes on the basis of the final 2008 school report and teacher recommendation.  For Year 7, 
the Allwell test results, the selective test results, the Year 5 Basic Skills Test results and the enrolment interview were also used. 
The selective classes will be coded in your daughter’s timetable with an A (eg MATHA). 
 
These classes are not fixed and we expect that there may be some movement throughout the year, particularly in Year 7.  If a 
mixed ability class will be more beneficial for your daughter’s learning, you will be notified in writing, with an invitation to discuss 
the change of class.  We believe all students need the best learning environment to suit their individual needs, and we will moni-
tor progress to ensure the allocated classes are the most appropriate.  
   
 
HIGHER SCHOOL CERTIFICATE 2008 
I would like to share with you our wonderful results from last year. 
 
Congratulations to the HSC class of 2008 and their teachers on our excellent results.  
Firstly, we congratulate Vivian Galanis who came 5th in Modern Greek Continuers.  What a fantastic achievement!   21 students 
appeared on the Honour Roll with 40 distinguished achievements between them – 6 in English and 10 in Maths.  We particularly 
commend the 2008 Dux of the College, Amanda Elaro, and our many high achievers. 
 
Bethlehem students were represented by a greater percentage in the top bands than the overall State percentages in 32 sub-
jects, and achieved percentages in Band 6, greater than or equal to the 2007 performance in 78% of subjects.  100% of students 
attained Bands 4,5 or 6 in 44% of the courses studied.  Bethlehem averages were above the State averages in 17 subjects, and 
81% of subjects had an average greater than or equal to that of 2007.

100% of Music scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 85% 
100% of Visual Arts scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 92% 
100% of Business Services scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 53% 
100% of Information Technology scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 60% 
100% of Accounting scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 65% 
100% of Korean Background Speakers scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 93% 
100% of Japanese Continuers scored Bands 4-6 compared to the state’s 78% 
100% of Japanese Extension scored Bands E3-E4 compared to the state’s 74%
